The Vehicle Access and Pedestrian Safety (VAPS) Project 
The VAPS Project will enhance tourist and visitor safety by removing heavy vehicle movements from the 
Forecourt to a new underground loading dock. This will allow pedestrians to have safe and exclusive 
access to all Sydney Opera House facilities at Forecourt level. VAPS commenced in February this year 
and the Forecourt will re-open to the public in mid-2013. Over this period, all theatres, shops, restaurants 
and guided tours remain open for business.
